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The Independent Administrative Institution National Institutes for
Cultural Heritage was established in April 2007 through a merger of
Japan'’s national museums with The National Research Institute for
Cultural Properties. The year 2010 marks our fourth year since the
merger, our tenth as an independent administrative institution, and
the final fiscal year of our second mid-term plan. This momentous year
will be a time for us to reconsider both the independent administrative
institution system and how we should fulfill our missions. Our
experiences over the past years will provide a basis for thinking about
our future and moving further toward our goals.

Cultural properties are indispensable to our understanding of our
history. They symbolize Japanese culture, and we must protect them
at all costs. Our museums and institutes take great care to preserve
and protect our cultural properties, many of which are precious in the
way that endangered species are.

Another of our responsibilities is to promote understanding of
cultural properties and how Japanese culture has nurtured us: in
other words, to enhance consciousness of national identity among
the people of Japan.

The potential of cultural properties is enormous. They can revitalize
communities, encourage tourism, invigorate the economy, and also
help us to communicate our culture to the world with pride. In order
to strike a balance between realizing this potential and protecting
the cultural properties, our Institutes for Cultural Heritage have a vast
range of responsibilities and considerations to take into account.

The independent administrative institution system offers the
advantage of increased liberty in administration in comparison to the
times when the institutions were run directly by the government. One
particular benefit of this system is a heightened awareness among
employees regarding visitor services. Thus, increased liberty leads to
freer planning and hence to more active institutions. On the other
hand, in the midst of a national financial deficit, it is also a time for
us, as an institution dependent on government funding, to increase
our cost-cutting efforts in order to reduce the financial burden of the
government.

There are currently many challenges involved in building a firmer
basis for cultural property protection, particularly concerning specific
methods of protection and utilization of cultural properties, as well
as the practical realization of relevant strategies within the current
economic context. | trust, however, that understanding and support
from the public will lead us to ideal solutions.

Located near the Nara Palace site, the Nara National
Research Institute for Cultural Properties is engaged
in the research of tangible cultural heritage, such
as sites, buildings and gardens, as well as cultural
properties preserved at major temples in Nara and
the Kinki region.
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The National Institutes for Cultural Heritage’s undertakings include:
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Acquisition and Preservation of the Museum Collections I

As centers for the preservation and transmission of history and
traditional culture, each museum collects objects according to its
own individual collection policy to ensure that the accumulation of
objects is systematically and historically well-balanced.

We also actively promote donations and long-term loans from
private owners in collaboration with the Agency for Cultural Affairs,
utilizing the System of Enrolled Art Objects and making efforts to
improve the tax system through inheritance taxation measures.

In order to pass on our precious cultural heritage, we work to
improve the conservational environment of cultural properties
as well as to restore works systematically, with objects requiring
urgent treatment given priority, through collaboration between
conservation scientists and conservators in the organization using
both traditional techniques and modern scientific methods.

B Collection
To accumulate a collection which is well-balanced both systemati-
cally and historically, and to prevent the dispersion and the export
of tangible cultural properties from Japan, we continually strive to
collect cultural properties through purchase, loan and donation.
Furthermore, each of the four museums invite loans from temples,
shrines and private collectors to enrich their regular exhibitions in
accordance with their key focus.

In addition to special exhibitions and special
features, the museum exhibits distinguished
masterworks of Buddhist art including many
designated National Treasures and Important
Cultural Properties. The lighting facilities in the
former main building of the Nara Imperial Museum

opening in 1895, is scheduled to re-open on July

We collect objects from the fields of art, archaeology, history,
and ethnology to provide an advanced overview of how
cultural exchange between Japan and Asian countries
occurred. We proactively seek donations and loaned objects
to enhance the quality and quantity of our exhibits.

@Preservation

The museum's storage area is located in the center of the
building within a large double-layered box, of which structure
prevents exposure to the outer environment. The thermo-
hydrostat air-conditioning system keeps the temperature
and humidity levels constant. In addition to mechanical
technologies, the facility uses locally procured cedar panels
and humidity-controlling materials for the walls and ceiling to
keep humidity levels highly stabilized.

The museum building is engineered to protect both cultural
properties and human lives from earthquakes. The quake-
absorbing structure installed on the ground surface prevents
direct transmission of seismic shocks to the building itself,
which consequently reduces the effects of tremors and pro-
tects cultural properties from damage.

@Restoration

The six conservation and restoration facilities at the Museum
(respectively specializing in the production of paper and other
materials used for repair, historical materials, calligraphy and
documents, paintings, sculpture, archaeological artifacts, and
lacquerware) work in collaboration with the Museum’s Science
Department, combining traditional methods with scientific
research technology.

The staff, well experienced in the restoration of Japan’s
designated cultural properties, conduct projects actively
through discussions with curators from fields such as history,
art, decorative arts, archaeology and related fields. The latest
technological equipment such as fluorescent X-ray analyzing
devices and X-ray CT scanners are also utilized in the scientific
analysis of cultural assets to be restored.

The Department of Imperial Palace Sites Investigations
conducts excavations of archaeological sites such as
palaces, temples, and burial mounds in the Heijo and
Asuka/Fujiwara regions, and performs interdisciplinary
research. The outcomes of this research are used in the
preservation and utilization of the sites, and are made
public through meetings, reports, and exhibitions.

[Department of Imperial Palace Sites Investigations
(Heijo)]

This department is in charge of excavation research
at the Nara Palace Site, where the imperial palace and
government offices were located in the Nara period
(710-784). Organized research has progressed since
1955, and today, almost one-third of the 130 hectare
site has been completely excavated and surveyed. We
also carry out operations for site management in the
Nara Palace Site. The Suzaku Gate, the Eastern Palace
Garden, and the Former Imperial Audience Hall were
reconstructed based on research results, for the public
to realize and understand this historic monument.

[Department of Imperial Palace Sites Investigations
(Asuka/Fujiwara)]

This department is in charge of excavations in the

Asuka/Fujiwara region, which served as a political, eco-

nomic, and cultural center after the early Japanese state

was first established.

The region contains sites including palaces,
residences of elite clans, the sites of temples such
as Asukadera temple (the oldest Buddhist temple in
Japan), a workshop that produced ancient coins and
glass, a water clock, and various tombs. In the northern
region, the site of the Fujiwara capital, the first large-
scale castle city in Japan, covers a vast area of more
than five square kilometers. Interdisciplinary research to
reconstruct the historical record is progressing through
the excavation research of these sites.

The Center for Archaeological Operations consists of
four sections.

The Conservation Science Section studies and
develops analytic methods for investigating the material
and structure of archaeological objects. It also provides
technical assistance and advice to local governments.

The Environmental Archaeological Section studies
the remains of flora and fauna in order to simulate
ancient environments and nature.

The Dating Section conducts research in how to
apply the methods of dendrochronology to the fields
of archaeology, history, architectural history, and art
history.

The Archaeological Research Methodology studies
the technology of excavation, in order to improve the
quality of investigation at historical sites and to increase
efficiency in field activity.

@Asuka Historical Museum
Asuka Historical Museum, a facility displaying historical
materials from the region, was established in 1975
in Okuyama, the eastern gate to Asuka. The museum
regularly exhibits items which have been excavated
from palaces, tombs, and temple sites. The reconstructed
portion of the eastern cloister of Yamadadera temple
and objects excavated around its site are also exhibited.
Its Special Exhibitions, held every spring and autumn,
feature the unearthed cultural properties of the Asuka
region and explore the history of Asuka. The Mural
paintings of Kitora tumulus have been displayed in
special exhibitions held in spring since 2006. Featured
exhibitions are held in summer and winter to introduce
the research achievements of the Nara National
Research Institute for Cultural Properties.

@International Academic Exchange

Nara National Research Institute for Cultural Properties
contributes to international exchange through activities
such as joint research, exchange of researchers,
technical training, and preservation and restoration,
and participates in international cooperation projects
conducted by other institutions such as ACCU (Asia/
Pacific Cultural Centre for UNESCO) and JICA (Japan
International Cooperation Agency).

Ongoing joint research projects are as follows: (1)

Financial Donations

Although Independent Administrative Institutions are mainly administered through
national grants for operating and facilities improvement, inviting outside funds is
a necessity, in view of difficult financial conditions and efficient management. The
National Institutes for Cultural Heritage is no exception and requires additional

funding. We welcome financial support from a wide range of organizations and

individuals.

The National Institutes for Cultural Heritage is a certified public institution for
tax deductions for donations authorized by the National Tax Agency. Donors to

our institutions, both organizations and individuals, are eligible for more generous
income and corporate tax deductions than donations to private entities.
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Income tax
Individuals donating to a certified public institution are eligible to receive tax
deductions. The minimum applicable amount is now 2,000 yen, by an amend-
ment to the tax law in fiscal year 2010. Any individual will be eligible for reduc-
tion when the amount of donation during a year totals to 2,000 yen.
Furthermore, the amendment in fiscal year 2007 raised the limit of the
annual amount of donations eligible for deduction from 30% of the donor’s
income to 40%. For instance, the donated amount (no more than 40% of the
donor’s annual income) less 2,000 yen will be deducted from the donor’s an-
nual income at the time of income tax calculation.

Corporate tax
Corporate entities donating to a certified public institution are eligible to
calculate the donated amount as losses aside from donations made to others.
Furthermore, the amendment to the tax law in fiscal year 2008 enabled
further preferential treatment with the expansion of the total amount of
donations eligible to be calculated as losses. As a result, half of the total
capitalx0.25% plus 5% of the income (formerly 2.5%) is now the maximum
amount of donations which will be considered as losses.
Donations for specific purposes used for the collection and restoring
Important Cultural Properties may also be included in losses.

Cultural Property Donations
The National Institutes for Cultural Heritage purchase cultural properties systematically,
and also appreciates donations.
